	Alaska is one of 27 states that chose not to create its own exchange with the help of federal funding. Alaskan’s will be able to access state-specific plans and other information though the federal government’s marketplace website: healthcare.gov
	 Alaskan’s options on the exchange will reportedly include plans from Primera Blue Cross and Moda Health. However, they will still be able to shop for plans from companies that are not on the exchange as well.
